Residents & guests must be 
appropriately dressed when traveling to and from the pool area; bathing suits must be 
covered when outside the pool deck. Swimming pool is closed for cleaning M/W/F from 
0600 – 0900. Guests must be accompanied by their sponsor when utilizing the pool. 

 MEDICARE: Protect your Medicare number like you would a credit card. If you suspect it 
has been compromised, call 1-800-633-4227 right away to report it and request a 
replacement card. Regularly review your Medicare Summary Notice (MSN) for unfamiliar 
services or charges. Never share your Medicare number with unsolicited callers or anyone 
offering “free” equipment or services, as this is a common tactic used for fraud and identity 
theft. 

 TRUSTED TRAVELER: The Trusted Traveler Program is suspended. Visitors without DoD 
credentials must obtain a pass at a visitor center and may experience 100% ID checks, 
REAL ID requirements, and random vehicle inspections. Please allow extra time for entry.
